This human-
centered approach engages users and stakeholders in interdisciplinary
co-design processes and applies elementary or emerging technologies to
develop prototypes that improve spaces, objects, services, problems, and
ideas benefitting daily experiences and overall quality of life. Students will
gain an awareness of the impact of design thinking and its application —
to their major, discipline, or profession.
